The vagueness of the past cloaks knowledge in the future, thus it 
is in the story of the Heter ancestors before the genealogy in 
America, but from bits of information handed down, and by close 
observation of the family traits, this is the way it may have 
happened that John Heter I decided to come to America. 

South Germany, Bavaria, suffered greatly by the Thirty Years War; 
a dispute over the throne precipitated the most devastating 
conflict Europe had known since the Middle Ages. Plundering armies 
crossed and re-crossed Bavaria; industry and trade were crippled; 
she lost three fourths of the population, and the remainder vere 
crushed with taxes; the solid middle classes were wiped out. In the 
final peace Switzerland, Holland, and Alsace, and other territories 
left the Empire. Religious conflict between the newly formed 
Lutheran Doctrines and the Catholic Church created even more 
burdens, so it was, that into such conditions John Heter*s father 
was born; born probably into the middle class, the farmers. 

But, wisely his father, early in John's childhood, determined to 
seek a better environment for his family; gathered together all 
that he could and headed northward. Into his ox-drawn cart he 
loaded his tools and meager household items, his wife and children. 
Several weeks later they reached their destination in the 
Schleswig-Holstein region; here it was that John grew to manhood 
and married. 

One's first glimpse of him might have been as he came in from the 
fields; a fairly tall, strong, nut-brown man with slightly sloping 
shoulders; his gray flecked beard falling over his chin and down 
the front of his neat soiled shirt; his hands ragged and calloused 
with blackened broken nails; and a piercing, yet kindly gleam in 
his blue-green eyes, for he was a farmer. Bad as his clothes were, 
he was proud and like one accustomed to being obeyed for he had a 
large family, seven of whom were boys. Too, he was, by custom, a 
silent man; burdened still more by the recent death of his wife. 
And yet, even though one might think him embittered, each mealtime 
he expressed his Lutheran thanks for his many blessings. 

Each day when he came in from his work he first would inquire if 
any word had come; at first thought it might have been the want of 
word from his kin, but finally it evolved that it was news from a 
great new colony of Germans across the seas that held his interest; 
a great new place far away from the strife and turmoil he had 
endured so long, a place where his sons might find peace, 
opportunity, and the right to their own convictions. 

Then one day word came; word from a place called Penn's Woods, 
where land grants were open to those who, in a primitive pioneering 
way, would carve new homes from the wilderness. 

So began the second trek for John, the first for his seven sons; 
the boys of course were thrilled and excited about the developing 
adventure. At the seaport, the oldest boys hired out as deck hands, 
and John the father bound the younger boys to a man who was to pay 



their passage money and in return they were to work out their debt 
when they arrived in America. There at the seaport they stayed and 
waited while the square rigged sailing ship was readied for the 

Their ship lay some way out, and they passed under figureheads and 
around sterns of many other ships, until, at last, they swung 
alongside and boarded. All the first night there was a bustle of 
getting things stowed in their place, and boatfuls of others, like 
themselves, were scurrying about and preparing for the voyage. 
Livestock, poultry, tools, and anything useful for getting a 
livelihood from the soil of the great new world were hoisted 
aboard. 

John's first and greatest interest of things on board fell on the 
horses and he obtained work in tending and grooming them; how happy 
he was because he loved horses so very much, and he had a keen eye 
for the good ones. 

The ship proved to be a good ship, the crew were capable seamen, 
and the captain thoroughly understood his business; but before the 
trip was over they experienced some very heavy gales and the 
roughest of weather. 

It was about the last day of their three months voyage, by the 
largest computation; sometime that night, or at latest, before noon 
of the morrow, they should sight the shores toward which they had 
started nearly half a year past. Everyone was in the bravest of 
spirits, and the adventure of it all was coming to a climax. The 
days and nights of constant rolling, pitching, and heaving of the 
heavy ship were nearing an end, their seasicknesses soon would be 
gone, and the feel of mother earth soon was to bless the soles of 
their feet. 

The dim appearance of the new shoreline came into view the next 
morning at daylight, and as soon as the word spread the entire 
community on ship knelt down and gave thanks for their safe voyage. 
The ship was lying becalmed as the sun rose higher. Gray colored 
woods covered a large part of the horizon, broken by streaks of 
yellow sand beach in the lower lands, but the general coloring was 
uniform, and hills ran up, clear above the shoreline. As they came 
nearer there came into view, a break in the gray green horizon and 
into this the ship was headed. 

The place seemed land-locked on three sides, the trees coming right 
down on the water's edge, the shores mostly flat. All at once there 
began to go a sort of bustle among the bulrushes; a wild duck flew 
up with a quack, and soon the whole surface of the inlet was 
covered by a great cloud of birds which hung squawking in the air. 

Word soon passed among the passengers that they had just then 
entered the mouth of the Delaware River, the taint of the sea air 



began to freshen with the smell of woods and bushes, the fragrance 
of wild flowers wafted to them; it was the odor from this great new 
country and they all rejoiced in their hearts. 

Two days and nights later the horizon changed, no longer were there 
just trees and forests against the clear blue skies; a few log 
buildings became intermixed with the foliage and wafts of smoke 
from dotted chimneys lifted into the blue. After a while the log 
buildings became a little more numerous and gradually there 
appeared a village with wharfs and wooden docks and all sorts and 
sizes of ships tied or anchored in the stream. 

Thus it was that John Heter and his seven sons arrived in 
Philadelphia, we are told, in the year 1735.

HEATER GENEALOGY 

The first Heater family settled in Scipio twsp, Seneca County, Ohio 
in 1828 was John Heater and his wife, Catherine and their children, 
consisting of five sons and two daughters. 

In the early year, 1730, the Heater, Heeter or Heter is of English 
and German origin and the first of the American line settled in 
Union County, Penna. from Germany. 

John Heater purchased the land consisting of 80 acres from the 
state of Ohio on Apr. 14 1828 in Sect. 1, in Scipio twsp. (Warranty 
deed) and later purchased another 80 acres in Sect. 12 in the same 
twsp. on the same day. 

In 1830 Catherine Heater was the head of the house hold with her 
seven children, her husband, John died a year or so previously. She 
was born in Penna., 1792, as did her husband, John and they were 
married in Union Co. before 1811 and all of their seven children 
were born in Union County, Pa. before migrating to Ohio in 1828. 

Catherine Heater sold the land to her son-in-law, John Clay the 16 
acres of land in 1854. She had made with her daughter, Ellen and 
her son-in-law, John Clay in 1850 in Scipio twsp. The Heater 
family purchased lands in Sec. 12 in Scipio twsp. between 1828 and 
then later sold them to the individuals between 1829 and 1665. 

There was a grantee, Jane C. Heater, the sister of Reuben Mundy, 
purchased a few acres of land from the grantor, Jerome L. Newcomer 
in Sec. 22 in Reed twsp. in same county on Jan. 22, 1889 (warranty 
deed). Their children: 

I. JOHN HEATER b. 1811, Union Co., Pa. what is now Snyder Co. In 
his early life he moved to Seneca Co., Ohio settling first 
near Rebublic, in Scipio twsp. There he was engaged in 
clearing and cultivated his farm of 160 acres. In 1850 he 
moved to Williams Co., Ohio with his family and bought 160 
acres of timber land, improved and cultivated it until 1857, 
when he went west to Iowa and purchased 240 acres of land. He 
lost his land through some defect in the title and in 1859 he 
came to Wood County, a poor man. He rented a farm and by 
careful management, in a few years he was able to buy a good 
80 acres farm in Wood Co. , near Grand Rapids, Ohio. In 1871 he 
sold his farm and moved again to Iowa where he died in 1879. 
In Seneca Co., he was married to Miss Elizabeth Clay who was 
born in 1814 in Penna. and they reared a family of nine 
children, six sons and three daughters. His wife survived him 
until dying on Jan. 12, 1881 in Iowa. Their Children: 
1. ISSAC HEATER b. ab. 1833, Penna. Farmer in Neb. 
2. SARAH HEATER b. ab. 1835. Ohio, m. James South of Henry 

Co., Ohio 
3. JOHN LON HEATER b. Nov 7, 1836; mentioned below. 
4. DAVID HEATER b. ab. 1839, Ohio; deceased when a young man. 
5. JACOB HEATER b. ab. 1841, Ohio; deceased when a young man. 



6. WILLIAM HEATER b. ab- 1843, Ohio; vet. of Civil War

country schools in Seneca Co, and Wood Co. and he worked 
on his father's farm until he was 25 yrs. old. He bought 
timber land which he traded for 40 acres of improved land 
on which he lived some years and sold this and bought 80 
acres near Grand Rapids, known as the J. U. Carter farm. 
They had been members of the United Presbyterians Church 
for years, m. Mary II. "Polly" Kerr, Oct. 7, 1869, the dau. 
of Jesse Kerr, a prominent resident of Weston twsp. Their 
children: 
(1) J. Eldon Heater b. Feb. 28. 1872; attended district 

schools of Grand Rapids twsp. and at the age of 13 
entered high school where he graduated with honors and 
entered college at Monmouth, 111. He afterwards went to 
Ada, Ohio and attended the Student Normal Music School 
for 1 yr. and a student of theology at Xenia. 

(2) Maud Laura Heater b. Jan. 15, 1876. Weston, Oh. and d. 
Apr. 29, 1879 at age of 2 yrs. 

Isaac T. Bisher a 
veteran of Civil War, July 2, 1866 at Napoleon.

John W. Clay, Husband of Ellen (no. 7) and Elizabeth Clay Heater 
are related as brother and sister. 

John Lon Heater was born in Scipio twsp. , Seneca Co. near Republic, 
Ohio on Nov. 7, 1836. the third child of John k Elizabeth, being 
one of the nine children in the family he grew up on his father's 
farm for a couple of years until his marriage to Jane C. Mundy, 
about 1857, the dau of Abraham and Deborah A. ( ) Mundy. She was 
born in Seneca Co., Apr 11, 1841. When the Civil War started in 
1861, John was then 26 years old he enlisted as a Private in Co. 
"K", 164th Regt. OVI, May 2, 1864 for a period of 100 days at Camp 
Cleveland, Ohio and was honorably discharged on Aug. 28, 1864. The 
family was in Seneca Co. in 1880 until they moved west to Grelton, 
Ohio in about 1890 and later moved to Dowagiac, Mich, in 1905 where 
John Lon died on May 10, 1913 at the age of 76 yrs. His widow 
survived him until dying on July 1, 1916 at the age of 75. His 
government marker (Civil War) lies flat on the ground by the stone 
wall on a hill by a few yards away from the gravel road. The only 
entry in the journal at the cemetery office mentioned Mrs. John 
Heater buried in Block t 6 and there was no date of burial of her 
remains. The names and dates of their children's births the family 
Bible which belonged to Claude Heater's father, Alonzo. They are 
buried in the Riverside Cemetery Dowagiac, Mich.

Eva was an afflicted adult when she 
filed her petition on Mar. 14, 1935 and Silsbee also was an 
afflicted adult when he filed his petition on Dec. 19, 
1933. Their petitions were approved and they were admitted 
to hospital at Ann Arbor, Mich, for medical treatments. 
They only had 2-room house and lot on 415 Popular in 
Dowagiac, Mich, and their real estate was estimate at $400. 
and mortgaged of $140. on this place.

Nephew of G.II.Heater 

The rich, the poor, the strong, the weak, the youth and infancy, 
alike are falling while countless thousands of homes are plunged 
into grief inconsolable* If there is any one prayer which the 
United Nations should offer, it is this: w0h, Lord, thou who canst 
see the sparrows fall, remove the terrible scourge and speak words 
of comfort to America*s grief-stricken homes." 

Isaac Heater, son of Mr. and Mrs. C.W. Heater, formerly of Delta, 
but now of Missouri, fell a victim of pneumonia immediately on 
reaching the other side, where he had gone to enter the great war 
of right against might. 

He enlisted August 6, 1918, going first to Fort Logan, thence to 
Camp McArthur, Waco, Texas, where he remained for about a month. 
From there he went to Camp Merritt, New Jersey, and it was from 
here that the last direct word was recieved from him. A card from 
the Red Cross announced that he had landed there October 9th, but 
official notice from the government was not received until this 
week, in which his young wife was apprised that he had passed away 
October 13th - four days after his arrival- While no details were 
given, it is believed he became ill on ship board. 

Isaac Heater was born in Manolo, Iowa, February 21, 1897, and was 
but 21 years, 7 months and 22 days of age. 

He spent most of his boyhood here. On February 27, 1918, he was 
united in marriage to Miss Amelia Newton, ̂ daughter of Mr. and Mrs. 
W.W. Newton, Sr., who survives him. Besides his parents, he is also 
survived by his sister, Mrs. W.W. Newton of Delta.

CHARLES W. HEATER 

Charles W. Heater, who follows general farming and stock-raising, 
on section 12, Beaver township, was born in Ohio in 1872 and is a 
son of Jacob Heater, who removed from Grand Rapids, Ohio, to Dale, 
Iowa, in 1875. His grandfather, John Heater, removed from 
Pennsylvania to Ohio, and thence drove across the country to Clay 
county, Iowa, with ox teams in the early days, but later returned 
to Ohio. In 1873, however, he again drove to Iowa, locating at Dale 
City in Jackson township, Guthrie county, where he continued to 
reside until his death, when he was about seventy-five years of 
age. His wife was about seventy-three years old when she died. In 
early life he had learned the weaver's trade, which he followed to 
some extent in Ohio, but later turned his attention to farming and 
after locating in Dale City practically lived retired. 

On coming to Iowa, the father of our subject purchased three 
hundred and twenty acres of land of Bishop Brothers, constituting 
the south half of section 12, Beaver township. It was entirely wild 
and unimproved and he at once began to break the prairies. He built 
a house and other buildings and had all modern equipments on his 
farm. There he carried on the work of tilling the soil and raising 
stock. Later he bought a farm of his father. This piece comprised 
a good tract adjoining his own and thus he conducted his farming 
interests, carrying on his business until his death in 1888. He 
married Mary J. Ludwig, who was born in 1846 in Ohio. She is still 
living, making her home with her son Keddy. In the family were 
twelve children, of whom eight are still living. Edward, who 
resides in Canada; Grant, who is living in Menlo; Rose, who is the 
widow of John List; Charles W, of this review; Lalie, now Mrs. 
Davis; Mrs. Tena Keeler; Mrs. Becky List; and Keddy, at home. The 
death of the father occurred when he was forty-seven years old. 

Charles W. Heater was educated in the schools of Beaver township 
and lived at home during the days of this boyhood and youth. He 
worked on the farm when not engaged with the duties of the school­
room and he afterwards went to the state of Washington, where he 
remained for two years. He then returned to this county, to which 
he had been brought when only three years of age, so that the 
greater part of his life has been passed here. He now owns one 
hundred and twenty acres in Jackson township. He follows general 
farming and also raises stock, and both branches of his business 
are proving profitable. 



Charles W. Heater was married in Guthrie county, in 1892 to Miss 
Bertha McCarl, of Guthrie county, a daughter of Isaac McCarl, who 
was one of the early settlers here, arriving in the '70s. Charles 
W. Heater and his wife are the parents of two children; Rena and 
Isaac. They are well known in the county and have won the 
friendship of many with whom they have come in contact. Mr. Heater 
votes with the republican party, but has never sought nor desired 
office, preferring to give his undivided attention to his business 
affairs in which he is meeting with success.

CHARLES WALTER HEATER 

Charles Walter Heater, 3rd son of Jacob Heater and Mary Jane 
Ludwig, was born 10 Jan 1872 in Grand Rapids, Wood, Ohio. His 
parents moved to Guthrie County, Iowa when he was a little over a 
year old. He was educated in the schools of Beaver Township, and 
learned to do chores, milking cows at age 7 and plowing corn at age 
10. School had two terms then, winter term and summer term. They 
didn't go by grades, but by readers. Fourth Reader was as far as 
his formal education went, but he never ceased to search for 
learning. In the spring and fall the children all helped with 
planting and harvest. 

In the year that Charles was 14, the family was baptized in Beaver 
Creek. Charles was the janitor for the church, which was held in 
the Morning Star School, for a couple of years after that. 

On 30 July 1892, Charles W. Heater married Bertha Jane McCarl, 
daughter of Isaac Nathan McCarl and Sarah Jane Phillips, who were 
early settlers in Guthrie County. 

Charles and Bertha were the parents of two children, Rena Eldora 
and Isaac John. Isaac lost his life in France in 1918 fighting for 
his country-
Charles and Bertha separated, and in March 1904, Charles left Iowa. 
He rented the farm out - he was to furnish half, and he was to get 
half. Charles spent a year and a half working around Snohomish, 
Washington. Then he and a cousin, Earl Ludwig, worked their way 
back to Iowa, via Lewiston, Idaho harvesting grain; shucking corn 
in Nebraska, where he visited cousins in Edgar, Nebrasksa. 

Charles owned land in 4 states - 320 acres in Iowa, 320 in 
Colorado, 110 in Missouri and 17 acres of cou-over land in 
Shohomish County, Washington. 

On 7 April 1900 he married Pearl Luana Ludwig in Guthrie County, 
Iowa. Three children were born to them: * Dolly, Nelson Jacob, and 
Mary Pearl. 

His wife Pearl, died 5 Sep 1913, and was buuried in Delta Memorial 
Cemetery in Delta, Colorado. 

In 1915, Charles rode an immigrant ca to California with Harry 
Byrum. Whether by accident, or intent, his first wife Bertha, was 
also on the train. Charles bought a team and wagon in Bakersfield, 
he and Bertha were married there, and they headed east for Delta, 
Colorado. Nelson Jacob, Pearl's son, was with them and remembers 
Mt. Lassen erupting. 

In Delta, Charles farmed for two more years, then sold out and went 
to Missouri, farmed there for a year, and moved back to Delta, 
where he bought a small truck farm. Here he continued to garden 
until 1936 when he retired from ^peddling', but never from work; 



for now, he assisted his son. Nelson, who hauled vegetables to 
Montrose and Ouray, Colorado. 

* 

After Bertha died in July 1936, Charles made his home with his son. 
Nelson until his death in Delta where he had gone to spend the 
winter. He passed away 2 Oct 1958, and was buried in Delta Memorial 
Cemetery beside Pearl. He had spent the last six years of his life 
~commuting1 between Delta and Yakima. Washington, where Nelkson 
had moved in 1952. He caught a bad cold just before leaving Takima. 
his death was attributed to pneumonia.

FAMILY OF THE MONTH 

Charles and Pearl Heater were sugar beet farmers when Nelson Jacob 
Heater was born, May 18, 1911, in Delta, Colorado, a little town in 
the heart of the Rockies. He received his elementary schooling in 
Delta, and at the age of 17 set out on his own. He worked on a 
ranch in western Colorado, in a cotton gin in Arizona, as a partner 
dry farming in eastern Colorado where he didn't even make the price 
of his seed back for the beans he'd raised. 

Finally he came back home to assist his father in truck gardening. 
It was about this time he became aware of a young girl named Verda 
Kent, whom he had known and played with, occassionally, in 
"younger" days. But, being about as wild and skittish as a young 
colt, it was some time before any steps were taken. Sunday School 
and class parties have a way of taming even the wildest, and 
bringing people together, though. 

Verda Mildred Kent, born March 20, 1919, made her appearance on a 
lonely homestead in Slope County, North Dakota, the second child of 
four children, the oldest of three girls. At the tender age of 3, 
her parents sold out and moved to Delta, Colorado. Verda obtained 
her education here, and entered high school with a nursing career 
in mind. Marriage intervened, but she has been "nursing" ever 
since. 

Following their marriage on August 7, 1935, Nelson and Verda lived 
in Delta and continued "peddling" for about 8 years. (When Lois, 
the oldest girl, was about 4, she would go with her dad on his 
daily trips to Montrose. But one day Verda went, and one of the 
women made this remark, "...and this must be your oldest girl.") 
Four children, Lois, Alice, Elaine, and Robert were born to them in 
the first six years, and when Robert was three. Nelson bought a 
place sixteen miles west of town in the Gunnison Canyon. The next 
two years were spent converting from garden raising to farming and 
feeding cattle. The children walked 2 miles to catch the bus that 
took them to Delta schools. 

It should be noted that Nelson's father lived with them until his 
death in 1958. Without him, their hunting trips every fall, fishing 
trips, and building projects would have been, if not impossible, at 
least mighty inconvenient; for he was baby sitter, carpenter, 
counselor, and assistant all rolled into one. From tending 
hothouse, gathering vegetables and having babies, it was quite a 
change to running a road grader, a hayrake, chasing water, pitching 
hay, but Verda maintains those next seven years were her happiest 
in Colorado. Edwin came along in September of 1950, the year they 
built their water wheel, and two years later the family sold out 
and moved to Yakima, Washington. (Actually Wiley City, south of 
Yakima)* 

The first 2 years on the farm south of wiley City were spent in a 
an army hospital tent while the family built their third house -
between jobs. They took on orchard work, picking corn., haying. 



anything that would bring in money for building materials - even 
raised fryers with a neighbor. It was at this time the Missionaries 
came to their home. They were living in the shop (it had a floor), 
and as lessons progressed and floors went down, they moved into 
their house. 

The first to be baptized was Verda and the four older children in 
February, 1955. Then Nelson's father in 1956 and Nelson in June, 
1957. Temple marriage followed in September, 1958, with Alice, 
Elaine, Edwin and Larry (who had been born in 1955) being sealed to 
them. 

Nelson quit farm work that fall to work at Yakima Frozen Foods and 
the following June accepted the job as custodian of the church on 
8th Avenue. Again Verda laid down the tools of her trade - shovel, 
hoe, picking sack, in exchange for, of all things, a teachers 
manual, typewriter and record keeping, yes and a dust mop. Nelson 
made a few changes, too. 

Lois came from Texas in 1959 to meet the family in Colorado and 
Grandmother Markley got the 5 generation picture she'd wanted. 
Elaine was honeymooning and missed this reunion. Robert was sealed 
to them this trip. Donald was 8 months old. 

The last move to be made was in 1961, when they moved to 915 S. 33 
Ave to be close to Nelson's work at the church. And here, Becky, 
was born. She's 5 years old this month. 

When Becky was 4 they once more made a trip to Utah and the Logan 
Temple. This time to have Lois sealed to them. Now they were a 
complete family. Many church callings have come and gone. For 
Nelson, positions in Sunday School, Priesthood, Bishopric, and at 
present he is Elders Quorum Secretery, (and a rockhound). Verda has 
been Sunday School and Primary teacher. Relief Society Secretary, 
Ward Historian, and now is Newsletter Editor and Night assistant in 
Relief Society, and Welfare Distrubutor, and a family tree climber.

Within three weeks my mother. Pearl Ludwig Heater died of birth 
complications. My Grandmother Ludwig from Guthrie County, Iowa 
came (by train, I presume) to get me. 

My father, Charles Heater, gave me away; kept son Nelson to raise 
with help of Aunt Rose (cranky sister)• Charles Heater remarried 
but she died of cancer. He had a vegetable farm. 

My dad came to Iowa in Spring of 1934 when he visited Guthrie 
Center and I remember seeing him during the day. 

Dad came again when he and his brother came to visit us in 
1960's. We were using cookstove in kitchen (shortly after we got 
propane gas). -

When he died, I was not notified but found out later from Nelson 
and Verda. 

Grandmother Ludwig took me to Montana where her son, Orie, lived 
with wife and seven children. Orie's wife died in 1917 when flu 
was so bad. All returned to Iowa where Orie farmed west of 
Menlo. 

I started school in Menlo. Grandmother kept house for Orie and 
children - he kept family together. I was there until I was nine 
years old when I went to live at Monteith, Iowa, with the Ballman 
family (I remember I was there for my 10th birthday) • I attended 
a country school. > 

After school in Spring of 1923, I went to live with Forrest and 
Bessie Huff in Dallas County, south of Dawson. 

Grandmother Ludwig worked for the Davis family, south of where 
Forrest and Bessie Huff lived. She also worked on Hwy. 44 for 
Turners. She couldn't keep house and have a child. 

When older. Grandmother Ludwig bought a house in Monteith. 
Orie's children went there often. 

I was at Huffs for four years before they had own son, Harry. I 
was given the Huff name but never formally adopted. 



I went to grade school in the country, attended one year of high 
school in Perry and then went to Redfield three years where I 
gradudated in 1932. In my senior year, bus drivers were needed. 
Huffs took me to Redfield for an interview. I had my license and 
knew the township roads. I had carpooled with others in my 
previous two years. I WAS THE FIRST GIRL TO EVER DRIVE A SCHOOL 
BUS. I got $1.00 a day to pick up and take home kids. My bus 
was the only bus that had gravelled road. 

Most kids behaved on the bus. When they refused to obey, I 
didn't yell at them, I would just stop the bus and they would be 
curious enough to quiet down, then we would go on. I did have to 
report the onery ones (three kids of a school board member) and 
then they behaved! 

I always went to church with the Huffs. I took piano lessons 
from Cora Herring and played for church. 

After graduation, I did housework for Darlene Timmons and Gerlad 
Nollens ($3.00 a week; no washing). I also kept house for a 
widow lady in Yale who was dying of cancer. She had a daughter 
who rarely came and when she did, she sat helpless and in her -
white gloves. Her son and wife came often. I was authorized to 
buy groceries but not pay the bills (her son did that) • The 
doctor prescribed black raspberry juice for the dying woman so I 
got to eat the black raspberries after getting the juice out for 
her (I LOVED BLACK RASPBERRIES).

As this woman got closer to death, her odor became so bad they 
would put fans in windows to take the air out. The neighbor 
called the doctor and family. I and Mrs. St rock cooked the 
funeral dinner for relatives. 

I stayed at Huffs until Carl and I were married in 1935.

Q. How did Mother get* to Iowa? 

A-E. Grandmother (Lydia) went on train to get her. Our family lived 1/4 miles apart. I was the one they called 
to push your mother's baby buggy to keep her quiet while Grandmother did her work (helped women 
after baby was born and cleaned houses). Pearl was a very fussy baby 

Q. What else do you remember about her as a girl? 

A-E. Your mother was scared to death of storms; she'd drag all the coats down and cover herself and scream. 
She was deathly scared of storms. 

A-L. My folks were neighbors of Ellsworth's family (Orie & Grace). I remember a Christmas we spent with 
Lydia & Nelson. Ludwig's were known for their good work. 

I remember Lydia wanted a summer kitchen built on their house; for some reason Lydia sent the 
carpenter's packing and the summer kitchen was never finished. 

Q. What do you remember about Lydia and Nelson divorcing.? 

A-E. I was seven years old when they separated is all I remember. 

Q. What do you remember about Mother? 

A-E. Our family went to Montana in 1919. Mother got sick and died. Grandmother (Lydia) brought Pearl to 
take care of family and stayed one year. Family returned to Iowa in 1921. 

Lydia cleaned houses and lots of people didn't want a child along. The people she worked for took them 
from place to place as she needed. 

Pearl stayed a year with a family around Guthrie Center for one year (North Branch ?). Don't remember 
their name or what happened...(Eunice remembers Mother talking about their son who was older, he was 
nice to her but Mother didn't remember how she got there or how/why she left.) 

Grandmother Lydia must have known Huffs and arranged for the custody and care of Pearl. 
i 

I took Lydia to visit Pearl several times. Huffs were awful strict. I remember Pearl practicing piano and 
enjoying playing at church. She could only play church songs on Sunday. Pearl seemed to enjoy life. 

We (Ellsworth & Leona) stayed with Grandmother Lydia first year they were married (1934). 

Nelson visited Pearl in 1934 (she was 21). They came to visit Grandmother Lydia; all had dinner. 



'A-L. I remember seeing Pearl at church activities (after 1962 when we moved to town). I remember seeing 
them at Larry Laidley's high school graduation (1956?) 

Our family gatherings were started by Ellmore and Dora's only son, Carl....Pearl and Carl came. 

Ellwood met Carl Burgett on river fishing...Carl asked: "Who in the hell are you?" 

I remember Pearl as being quite a lady; good cook; had ability and was always willing to take 
responsibility. 

Pearl began to visit us later and she wanted to see place where Orie lived (she remembered long lane to 
bus).

"Know your Mom always felt bad cause Pappy 'gave her away.' She was very lucky. Had she been boy Bertha 
would have kept her and worked her to death and treated her rotten!

JACOB HEATER 

Jacob Heater, 4th son of John Heater and Elizabeth Clay, was born 
10 Dec 1840 in Thompson Township, Seneca County, Ohio. He was 
united in marriage at Napoleon, Ohio on 30 Nov 1865 to Mary Jane 
Ludwig, daughter of Isaac Ludwig and Christina Ness. 

On moving to Iowa in 1876, Jacob purchased 320 acres of land from 
the Bishop brothers, consisting of the South half of Section 12, 
Beaver township. It was entirely wild and unimproved, and he set 
about at once to break the prairie. He built a house and other 
buildings and eventually had all modern equipment on his farm. 
Later he bought a farm of his father, which joined his, and this 
addition made a sizeable piece of land for his business of farming 
and stock raising, which he carried out until his death on 24 Feb 
1888. He was buried in Menlo Cemetery, Guthrie County, Iowa. 

He was a member of the Church of God, Morning Star Church. He held 
the office of Deacon and was superintendent of the Sunday School at 
the time of his death, a victim of Brights Disease. 

He and Mary Jane were the parents of twelve children.

Jacob Heater a large farmer and resident of Beaver township died 

Feb 25, after a long and painful sickness. Mr. Heater was a native 

of Ohio, and settled here some 12 or 13 years ago. By his industry 

and good management he has secured to his family about six hundred 

acres of land well stocked. He was a good neighbor quiet and unas­

suming, his word was as good as his bond. A year or two ago he 

identified himself with the "church of God" and was ever afterwards 

a consistent member of that body, dying in the belief that the sins 

of his body had been washed away by the blood of Christ.

Ludwig, was born 6 Sep 1866 in Wood County, Ohio. He was 8 years 
old when the family moved to Guthrie County, Iowa.

His first wife, Lou Graham, was born 18 Sep 1864, died 9 June 1888 
after giving birth to their first child, who also died.

GRANT MERRITT HEATER 

Grant Merritt Heater, 2nd son of Jacob Heater and Mary Jane Ludwig, 
was born 27 June 1862 in Grand Rapids, Wood, Ohio. 

In the year of 1874, his father moved to Guthrie County, Iowa, and 
Grant lived near Menlo the rest of his life, with the exception of 
a 5 year stay in California. 

He was married in 1888 to Ella Graham, daughter of George Graham 
and Sarah M. Walters, from Illinois. 

Grant farmed until 1905, when he purchased the local Drey Service, 
which he operated until 1927. That year he moved to California, but 
returned in 1932. After that he engaged in odd jobs, helping in 
many of the local and nearby building enterprises. 

Grant Heater was a big man, and his strong body qualified him as a 
man of hard work and useful labor. He was big in affection and 
kindness, also. It was said n-no one ever saw Grant mad." "Except** 
Mildred Fox (his niece) said, "when some other fellow took Ella 
home.H 

A weightlifter came to town one day, he had weights of various 
sizes - 100 - 150 - 200 pounds. Grant just took one in one hand and 
one in the other and lifted them up into his drey wagon. 

Another story told on hia was a Halloween prank. Apples were stored 
in barrels in those days. A bunch of the kids were out this night 
and they went to this orchard where the barrels were still sitting 
in the field. Grant picked the barrels up and very carefully poured 
them, turning in a circle as he did. 

His wife, Ella, was in poor health for several years before her 
death. Grant waited on and cared for her, patiently and tenderly, 
until she passed away 10 April 1936. * 

Grant was a member of the Odd Fellows Lodge, and a member of the 
Methodist Church since 1905. He passed away 23 Oct 1950.

ROZILLA HEATER 

Rozilla Heater, 3rd child of Jacob Heater and Mary Jane Ludwig was 
born 9 April 1870 in Grand Rapids, Wood County, Ohio. She was 6 
years old when the family moved to Guthrie County, Iowa. 

She married John Francis List on 2 July 1890. Jessie Iferril was 
born in 1891, and Birda Viola in 1893, both in Henlo, Iowa. 

John died in 1898 from pneumonia. 

Rozilla and children moved to the Delta, Colorado area in the early 
1900*s. Her brother, Charles, mentioned her living on the place 2 
miles below ours in the Gunnison Canyon. She spoke of being in 
Palisade, Colorado and working in the peaches. This was in the days 
when peaches, especially the early ones, were made up of "fuzz and 
ditch water". It was miserable to work around them, even to can 
them. That fuzz would rub off, float around and make a person itch 
in every crease and under every collar, cuff or strap. 

She married William E. Rusler 25 Nov 1913. She talked of running 
cattle "on the Horsefly" - This was in the area of Naturita and 
Norwood, Colorado. Jessie met and married Anita Conners there and 
continued to live there. 

Birda married Carl Kincaid in 1911. I believe she was not out on 
the Horsefly with Rose and Jessie. Her 2 children by Kincaid were 
born in or near Delta. 

Sometime between 1913 and 1920 Bill and Rose bought a small farm in 
North Delta. Bill's brother, Elmer, had an acre behind them on the 
river. In 1923, they rented the farm to Harry Kent and they took a 
years "vacation" following the "fruit tramp" circuit out through 
California and home again. 

Rozilla was a big woman, fairly heavy* terrific worker, raised 
vegetables and flowers to sell in the summer and in the winter 
time, wove rugs out of every kind of cloth: wool coats, denim 
pants, silk and/or rayon stockings, and dresses. 

She had terrible legs below her knees. The skin was hard and brown. 
A puncture would ulcerate and not heal, she finally had one 
amputated. I think the loss of it was too much for her mentally, 
she died 10 June 1957 in Delta Hospital. Bill proceeded her in 
death.

Lalia Lee Heater, 5th child of Jacob Heater and Mary Jane Ludwig, 
was born 1 Feb 1874 in Grand Rapids, Wood, Ohio. When she was 2, 
the family moved to Guthrie County, Iowa. Here she grew up, 
married, raised her family and died. 

She married Edward A. Davis 3 May 1890. Two children were born to 
them. Elma Vera and Claude Edward. 

(From notes taken on a visit with Mildred Fox in 1980) 
Ed Davis was a healthy man, but evidently had some bad teeth. He 
went to the dentist on Tuesday, had 16 teeth pulled, and on 
Saturday was dead from a blood clot on his brain. Hevd planned to 
go to Texas to visit his son, Claude, and had decided to have the 
teeth pulled before he went. He died in November 1926. 

Lalis was an honest, hard-working woman with a tender heart and 
good sense of humor. When her grand daughter, Mildred was born, the 
doctor said she was "preemie" and would never make it. Lalia said 
••She will live," and she packed the tiny body in hot water bottles, 
and fed her with a spoon when she was too weak to nurse. 

She was an excellent seamstress and delighted in taking something 
and remaking it. 

She was an excellent cook , too. She made head cheese and mince 
meat at butchering time. Mildred said, •"Grandma would look out the 
window and see us coming, she'd have a chicken in the pot by the 
time we got to the house. She made the most beautiful pie crust, 
and she never measured a thing." 

Her mind was sharp and alert to the very end. She still had her own 
teeth. Mildred baked a cake for Lalia on her 80th birthday. "Don't 
you dare put 80 candles on it.** Mildred thought she was teasing 
until she saw the tears. **I don't want to be 80 -** 

Lalia often spoke of her parents talking in German when they were 
discussing the children - they would recognize their names. 

In 1963, when Vera and Charles Cahow were celebrating their 
anniversary, Lalia said, "It isn't everyone can have their mother 
to their 50th wedding anniversary.** 

Lalia and Ed Engie had an old Whippet car. Lalia always drove fast. 
One day, going down a hill, they were going so fast that Vera 
reached over and turned the switch off. They made it around the 
corner at the foot of the hill without incident. Ed Engie lost his 
license and he'd say, "Ma, drive me up town"* and she would, and she 
didn't have license either. She loved to go to town early in the 
day — **so I can drive down the white line.** 



Lalia never converted to indoor plumbing. She still had her bowl 
and pitcher on the stand and a pendulum clock. Mildred's name was 
on the clock - it was to be hers. When Lalia died someone broke in 
and stole them all.

Lalia Lee Engie dropped dead while shoveling a path to her mail box 
on 2 Mar 1965 in Stuart, Iowa. The neighbor found her lying in the 
snow when they went to check on her.

Rebecca Jane Heater, 8th child of Jacob Heater and Mary Jane 
Ludwig, was born 20 Mar 1879 in Menlo, Guthrie, Iowa, (from notes 
taken by Alice Heater, great-grand daughter) 

When she was 9, her father died. By now there was 320 acres in the 
fara and Becky (Rebecca), Lalia, and Tena (Christena) helped in the 
fields a lot. Grant was already married and so was Rose (Rozilla). 
Becky also helped bring in the cows and helped with the milking, 
the two jobs she hated most were shucking corn and picking potatoe 
bugs off the vines and dropping then in the can of kerosene she 
carried. 

When she was about 12, her mother married a Preacher Birch and 
Becky felt she had no home, so she stayed with her oldest brother, 
Ed, and later with Charles and Lalia. *"Ed and Lalia paid me, but 
Charles never did, but he never objected to anything I did, and 
never got mad at me, and Berthie (Bertha) and I got along fine.** It 
was while living with Lalie she learned to keep house. Vera was 
just a baby and Lalia would tell Becky what to do. 

She married Albert Sidney Lyst (List) on 21 Oct 1895, age 16 years 
7 months. She wasn't quite 18 when Gladys Pearl was born and Verda 
Glea was born the year Becky was 20. 

Three years later they moved to eastern South Dakota. It was cold, 
they nearly froze. They rented a farm that first year and 
everything was green and wonderful. The next year they lost 
everything. Their next move was to Watertown, Codington County and 
then on to Vienna in Hamlin County. This was in 1907, Bert had a 
blacksmith shop just a block from the farm. 

In 1909 Bert took up a homestead in Perkins County, and they moved 
everthing by immigrant car to the western part of the state. In 
1913 Becky filed for divorce. After being paid off at the end of 
harvest (Bert worked with threshing crefrs and Becky ran the Cook 
car), Becky left -"to go to South Dakota9* where Gladys was supposed 
to be looking after the homestead. Instead, she bought a ticket 
"west**, and while in Poison, Montana she met William Server. They 
were married 22 Jan 1914. It was rainy and warm here compared to 
the Dakotas. 

Will had miners consumption (he was a hard-rock miner), and the 
doctors told him to get out of the country. They sold out in 1920 
and moved to Delta, Colorado. Jane, as she was called now, worked 
with Rena Newton, Charles Heater's daughter, running a boarding 
house. Then they moved on through Kansas, but the summer heat 
nearly killed Bert. So after visiting his people, they headed for 
North Dakota. Will continued to worsen and after 3 weeks with Verda 
Glea and Harry Kent, she took him back to the I.O.O.F. Sanitarium 
in Poison, Montana. She sold the car and she and their daughter, 
Virginia, went to Delta, Colorado. Will died shortly after. 



She bought a farm and married Ira D. Markley 1 Mar 1922. Jane was 
always busy, if not in the fields or picking berries, then at her 
sewing machine. She sold this farm in 1943 and bought a nice house 
in town. Ira no longer worked at the sugar factory - except in his 
mind. 

When Virginia died in 1947, Jane took her daughter, Nadine, and 
raised her. The baby was adopted by Jane's grand daughter, Betty 
Jean. 

In the summer, 1960, Jane suffered two strokes. She grew worse and 
passed away on 16 Oct 1960, from acute arthritis and Parkinson's 
disease, age 81 years, 6 months.

KEDDY JOHN HEATER 

Keddy John Heater, the last child born to Jacob Heater and Mary-
Jane Ludwig, was born 7 Aug 1884 in Menlo, Guthrie, Iowa. Keddy's 
father died in 1888 and about 2 years later his Bother married a 
Preacher Birch, who rode circuit to Iowa City. But when Mary Jane 
learned a preacher could not legally perform his own Marriage 
ceremony, she left him and went to Ohio for a time. 

Christina and Becky (Rebecca) went to live with Charles W. , who had 
married by this time, and I believe this may be the time that Keddy 
said he lived with his older sister Rose (Rozilla) and helped dig 
coal. He said when he was older, he lived near and exchanged work 
with an older brother. Grant. 

In the early 1900's Keddy went to Washington State, to Snohomish, 
where his Uncle Charles Ludwig lived, and worked in a shingle mill. 
Keddy, or K.J. as he was know, farmed in western Colorado, near 
Olathe. He'd borrowed $4000.00 to put on 90 acres of land south of 
Delta (near Olathe), but he didn't make enough to pay the taxes and 
water. It was 'dobe ground and poor adobe at that. His brother, 
Charles W., bailed him out by buying the property. He said, "It's 
the only time I ever lost money on a land deal." 

K.J.'s first wife, Lula Murphy, was a school teacher before they 
were married. They had 2 sons, Kenneth and Grant. 

K.J. did have a small piece of land that was productive, just 12 
acres, but he raised a lot of beets on that piece of land while he 
was there. He said,."When I lived in Colorado, I delivered more 
sugar beets than any two men in the county, but I lived close to 
the switch (railroad siding). There were two big Missourians on the 
next place, they had 12 acres, too, and they'd haul 12 ton and quit 
for the day. I had this 12 acres and I put in 15-20 ton a day. I 
won the county prize for growing the most tonnage per acre that 

K.J. dropped from sight for many years, and when he again contacted 
the family, he had another wife (I believe Lula may have divorced 
him after he disappeared), and a family of 6. He was now Joseph 
William Johnson. His wife Minnie Louise Rose, was born 14 Sep 1895 
in St. Francis, Kansas, the daughter of Fredrick Herman and Louise 

Joe and Minnie were married 16 Dec 1913/1915 in St. Francis, 
Kansas. They raised 7 children, and spent most of their married 
life in Osceola, Clarke, Iowa. 

Joe died 15 Dec 1975 at the Clarke County Hospital, at age 91. 
Minnie died 13 Jan 1976 at their residence, at acre 80. 
buried in Maple Hill Cemetery.

George W. Lyst was born near Champaign, Illinois, March 18, 1861, 
died in Van Meter, Iowa, April 13, 1932, aged 71 years and 26 days. 

On April 29,1888, he was united in marriage to Louisa Clark of 
den, Iowa. To this union five children were bora, two boys and 

three girls, all living. 

With the exception of the three years he lived in Salt Lake City, 
Utah, the rest of his life was spent in Iowa, having lived fifteen 
years in Pocahontas County and seventeen years in Dallas County. 

Early in life he was converted and united with the Friends Church. 
On moving to Utah a few years ago he united with the First 
Presbyterian Church in Salt Lake City. On Easter Sunday he became 
a member by letter of the Van Meter United Brethren in Christ 
Church. 

As a young man. Brother Lyst worked at the blacksmith trade and 
later took up the work of carpentering. He was a man who dearly 
loved his family and friends, and when the summons came it was hard 
to have to leave them.

Johnson, Van Meter; ten grandchildren, all living except one; also 
four brothers: B.F, of Dubuque, Iowa; Fred and Ed of Menlo, Iowa; 
and Joe of Seattle, Washington. Three sisters: Mrs. Martha Miller 
of Stuart, Iowa; Mrs. Pearl Fisher, Emmetsburg, Iowa; and Edith of 
Wisconsin. 

Two brothers, three sisters, his father and mother, preceeded him 
in death. 

There is this conclusion: he will never suffer more; never feel 
again the chill of death; never part again from those he loved.

Rebecca Jane Heater- told me-Verda Heater- that when Sarah felt 
pains starting she would do a big baking, scrub! the house and 
do the washing.

The neighborhood was grieved last Thrusday morning October 25, 
1907, when word was received over the telephone lines that one of 
its oldest and most highly esteemed citizens had passed to the 
great beyond. For several days the angel of death hovered over the 
household of William Miller, then spread his black wings and took 
from their midst, the aged mother, Mrs Isabelle Miller, the cause 
of her death being old age. 

Isabelle Downing was born in Indiana, February 15, 1827. On June 
20, 1850 she was united in marriage to John L. Miller. To this 
union were born seven children, two sons and five daughters, all of 
whom survive her with the exception of one who died in childhood. 
All were present at the funeral except two daughters, one living in 
Oklahoma and one in California. 

She was converted and united with the Church of God in Indiana in 
1852. In 1853, she removed with her husband to Iowa, where she was 
one of the eleven charter members of the Church of God on Beaver, 
she being the last of the eleven. 

After eleven happy years of married life, the husband and father 
was called Home, leaving the poor wife and mother with six small 
children. She suffered all the privations of a pioneer life. We 
have known "Aunt Isabelle", as she was generally called for a 
number of years and have been closely associated with her. She 
often spoke of those times of living in a one room log cabin, the 
same room in which she died, and of the happy hours spent there 
with her husband and children. 

Her long residence in this county and her honorable life have won 
for her a large circle of acquaintances and friends who feel the 
loss keenly. Her friends extend their heart felt sympathy to her 
loved ones left behind. These mourn but not as those without hope. 
She has gone before, but her good deeds will always be a refreshing 
help to us all. May we all live such a life as hers, so that like 
her, when we reach our last station on earth, we may be transferred 
to the Eternal City. v

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HEATER 

John Heater, son of Adam Heater and Catharine Frees, signed his 
name JOHANNES HUTER, on his son's (Jacob) birth certificate. John 
was born in Pennsylvania. He was 18 years old when his family moved 
to Seneca County, Ohio in the year of 1829. 

John, later moved across country to Clay County, Iowa by ox team. 
He bought a piece of land but lost it within the year because the 
former owner had sold it with a Mortgage on it. So John Heater 
returned to Ohio to recoup his fortune. In 1873, however, he again 
drove to Iowa, locating in Dale City in Jackson Township, Guthrie 
County, where he continued to reside until his death in 1879 at the 
age of 75. 

In early life he had learned the weavers trade, which he followed 
to some extent in Ohio where he operated a woolen mill. He later 
turned his attention to farming and after locating in Dale City, 
practically lived retired. 

John Heater married Elizabeth Clay, daughter of Isaac and Elizabeth 
Clay, in Pennsylvania. She was 73 at the time of her death in 1881. 

Each of John's children received a bed spread woven by their 
father. In the lower corners was woven "J. Heeter, Madison Twp, 
Williams Co. Ohio, 1856" He said the double e was the correct way 
to spell the name.

HETER 

John Heter, an enterprising farmer of York township, Sandusky 
county, was born December 13, 1825, in Wayne county, Ohio, a son of 
John and Salome (Freese) Heter. 

John Heter (1), the great ancestor from whom the Heter families in 
this county are descended, emigrated from Bavaria, Germany, to 
America, about the year 1755, landing at Philadelphia; he had seven 
sons, five of whom are named Sebastian, Jacob, Isaac, Daniel and 
John (2). Isaac was killed by the Indians near Huntingdon, Penn. 
After their arrival the sons were bound out for a term of service 
to a man who paid their passage money, a debt which had been 
incurred by the long and tedious sea voyage. John Heter (2), who 
was a farmer; settled in Berks county, Penn. He was a soldier in 
the Revolutionary war, with the rank of captain. He had three sons, 
John (3), Adam and Jacob. John Heter (3) was, like his father, a 
soldier in the Revolutionary war. He moved to Center county, Penn., 
when his son John (4) was only two years old. He removed, later, to 
Berks county, same State, where he died. He had seven children; 
Adam, Jacob, Catharine (Ritter), Barbara (Ish), Rebecca (Ulsh), 
Maria (Romig), and John (5). All of these except the last named 
lived and died in Pennsylvania. 

John Heter (5) was born in Berks county, Penn., in 1794, being the 
seventh child in his father's family. By trade he was a hatter, 
working in the towns of Snyder and adjoining counties. He was a 
soldier in the war of 1812 under Capt. Narr Middlesworth and Gen. 
Stay the, of Virginia, and served at Black Rock, on the Niagara 
river, receiving a pension, and a patent for forty acres of 
government land, for his services. He married in Union (now Snyder) 
county, Penn., Miss Salome Freese, who was of German descent. In 
August, 1825, he removed to Wayne county, Ohio, where he engaged in 
clearing land and farming, and in March, 1829, he removed to Oak 
Openings, of Thompson township, Seneca county, Ohio, in which 
region, at that time, there were more wolves than sheep, and more 
Indians than white people. An Indian trail crossed his farm near 
his residence. He entered land at $1.25 per acre, and bought at 
second hand, at different times, eighteen eighty-acre lots of wild 
land, some of which he cleared and improved, some of which he gave 
his children, and some of which he sold. He was a peaceable, quiet 
unassuming man, a kind neighbor and a good citizen. He brought up 
his sons to habits of industry, economy and thrift. He was quite 
fond of music, and took delight in listening to the martial tunes 
of two ingeniously constructed musical clocks which he had bought 
of a Frenchman. Military parades of State militia were held on his 
farm about the years 1835, 1840, when Jacob Bunn was captain and 
Jacob Wales first lieutenant. He and his wife and some of the 
children were members of the Lutheran Church, and he donated an 
acre of land to the joint societies of the Lutheran and German 
Reformed Churches for the erection of a church building and for 
cemetery purposes. About the year 1862 he removed to Bellevue, 
where his wife died in 1864, and he followed her to the grave in 



1881. Both were buried in the Reformed cemetery at Bellevue, Ohio. 

A brief record of the children born to John and Salome (Freese) 
Heter is as follows: (1) George Heter, a farmer, married Miss 
Hannah Kern, and lived near Flat Rock, Ohio, until 1878, when he 
retired to Bellevue, Ohio, where he died in 1892. (2) William 
Heter, a farmer, married Elizabeth Decker, lived in Thompson 
township until the spring of 1865, and then removed to Blue 
Springs, Neb., where he died in 1891. (3) Maria Heter married Elias 
Weiker, a farmer of Thompson township, where she died in 1859. (4) 
Jacob Heter, a farmer, married Miss Lucetta Gamby, and until the 
spring of 1878 lived in Seneca county, thence removing to near 
Sterling, Rice Co., Kans. (5) Elizabeth Heter died when two years 
old. (6) Sarah Heter married William Shock, a farmer of York 
township, Sandusky county, where they lived until 1875, in that 
year removing to Fall City, Neb., where she died in 1893. (7) John 
Heter (6) is the subject of this biography. (8) Magdalena Heter 
married Henry Shock, a farmer of Thompson township, where she died 
in 1856. (9) Levi Heter, now a retired farmer, living at Bellevue, 
Ohio, married Mary Shock. (10) Eli Heter, a farmer of Thompson 
township, married Miss Susan Sherck, and , after her death. Miss 
Margaret German. (11) Adam Heter, a farmer, married Miss Selina 
Korner, and in 1870 removed to Highland, Kans. (12) Eliza Heter, 
married Philip Cupp, who for a number of years was a farmer in 
Thompson township, and is now engaged in the coal business, at 
Bellevue, Ohio. 

John Heter (6) spent his early life in the wilds of Thompson 
township, Seneca Co., Ohio. Some of his playmates were Indians. His 
school privileges were very limited for there were then no summer 
schools, and as soon as he was old enough to work he had to help 
his father and brothers in clearing land, chopping wood, making 
rails, building fences, husking corn, threshing grain with the 
flail, or, in the winter seasons, by the tramping of horses and in 
other work connected with pioneer farming. He attended winter 
school only when hindered from work by inclement weather, but he 
has given his children opportunities for a liberal education. He 
has followed farming all his life, but he has learned to combine 
with it what is called "head work,09 and he has lived upon and 
improved twenty-two different farms, most all of which he sold at 
a profit. He has also dealt in real estate. He has lived in Seneca, 
Sandusky, Erie, and Wyandot counties, Ohio, and in Michigan, and he 
now has his home two and one-half miles west of Bellevue. In 
politics he was first a Whig, then a Republican, but he is not a 
partisan; he has held various township offices. Mr Heter belongs to 
the Farmers* Alliance. He is a man of few words, sound judgment and 
strict integrity, qualities which have assisted him grteatly on the 
road to success. 

On April 15, 1847, John Heter, married Miss Lovina Harpster, who 



was born in Wayne county, Ohio, April 24, 1829, daughter of John 
and Eva (Hartman) Harpster. They became the parents of ten 
children: (1) Sarah Heter, who married George W. Hoch, of Bellevue, 
Ohio and whose children are - Addie Hoch (who married Ammon Kern), 
Olga Hoch, Delton Hoch (bookkeeper in the Ohio Cultivator Works, at 
Bellevue), Willis Hoch and Gladys Hoch. (2) Eva Heter. who lives at 
home. (3) Eliza Heter, who married George Setzler. and removed to 
Blackstone, Sumner Co., Kans; (4) Charles F. Heter, a farmer, who 
married Malinda Mook, and whose children are - Edith, Dewane,

JACOB HEATER, 4th son of John HEATER and Elizabeth CLAY, was bom 
10 Dec 1840 in Thompson Twp, Seneca Co, Ohio. He was united in 
marriage at Napolean, Ohio on 30 Nov 1865 to Mary Jane LUDWIGv 
daughter of Isaac LUDWIG and Christina NESS. 

On novine to Iowa in 1876, Jacob purchased 320 acres of land froa 
the Bishop brothers, consisting of the South half of Sec 12, Beaver 
Twp. It was entirely wild and unimproved, and he set about at once 
to break the prairie. He built a house and other buildings and 
eventually had all modern equipment on his farm. Later, he bought 
a farm of his father, which joined his, and this addition made a 
sizeable piece of land for his business of farming and stock 
raising, which he carried out until his death on 24 Feb 1888.

MUNDY GENEALOGY 

Some of the families of that name, MONDAY, IIUNDAY or MUNDY case to 
Seneca County, Ohio from New Jersey or New York state before 1840 
and settled first at near Omar, Ohio in Reed twsp. 

In 1840 Orrin Munday came to Reed twsp., Seneca Co. from New York 
state. The rest of them followed later in 1840 were Abraham, 
mentioned below, Ellis, Isaac and David Mundy and they settled in 
the same township. 

Believed the name was spelled Monday, Munday or Mundy of which was 
of the German origin, I think, and the early ancestor by that name 
came to America and settled first in the state of New York or New 
Jersey. I do not know which state, but I have run the census on the 
families of that name to find out which state they originally came 
from. New Jersey and some of their children were born in New York 
state before coming to Ohio. 

Abraham Mundy was born about 1805, New Jersey. He came to Ohio and 
settled in Reed twsp. before 1840. Bought one acre from Lavina 
Pettip in Sect. 24 in Scipio twsp., Dec. 10, 1856 and sold the same 
to Sarah Pine Aug. 14, 1865 (Warranty deed) and also sold to John 
Heter or Heater 1/2 acre in Sect, in Scipio twsp. on June 16, 1864 
(warranty deed). 

He married Deborah A. , b. Aug. 16, 1807 in New Jersey 
and died Dec. 24, 1884 at the age of 79. She was interred in the 
same cemetery and Abraham died before 1890 or before that. Their 
children: 

I. CAMELLIA A. MUNDY b. ab. 1840, New Jersey 

II. JANE C. MUNDY b. Apr. 11, 1841. Ohio and d. July 1. 1916 at 
Dowagiac, Mich. Mentioned in the Heater Genealogy of John L. 
Heater. 

III. REUBEN B. MUNDY b. Dec. 1, 1844 near Republic, Ohio. He was a 
saddler by trade when the Civil War broke out and he enlisted 
as a private on May 20, 1861 with the Co. C, 23rd Regt. OVI 
and was discharged Apr. 3, 1865 because of gunshot wounds he 
had received on May 9, 1864 in the battle of Cloyd's Mountain, 
Va. He was taken as a prisoner of war and was put in 
Andersonville, Ga. prison with other thousands of Union 
soldiers and the conditions there was described as terrible, 
many of the Union men died from wounds or diseases and 
malnutrition which they had suffered. Reuben was left on the 
battlefield for dead at Cloyd's Mountain and in the night the 
southern rebel soldier came through the battlefield looking 
for wounded men to be taken as prisoners of the war and when 
he saw Reuben was breathing and took him as prisoner. He was 
shot through the left side of the jaw and the bullet laid in 
the back of his neck and it was never taken out. He did not 



get the medical attention to this wound. Flies blew in the 
wound and the maggots were formed and cleaned the wound and 
Reuben took the maggots out with his fingers and the wound 
healed. He was an inmate at the National Home for the Disabled 
Volunteer since the war was over. He was released from the 
Home in 1879 and he received a pension at $ 18.00 per month. 
He filed an application with the Dept. of Interior pension 
office and was examined by 3 doctors and his pension was then 
raised to $ 36.00 per month. He was married three times and 
the last marriage was to Flora Swear inger on Feb. 24, 1889 and 
she survived him when he died at the age of 77 in 1921 where 
he was ordained as a minister and preached at Findlay, Ohio.

• THE KERR FAMILY 

William Kerr, a blacksmith by trade, married Margaret Miller, and 
lived for some years after his marriage, in Pennsylvania, where his 
son Jesse, was born in 1810. Three years later the family moved to 
Holmes bounty, Ohio, and there Jesse Kerr grew to manhood, and 
followed the occupation of farming. He was there married to Miss 
Jane H. Barton, who was born in Jefferson county, Ohio, November 
12, 1812, the daughter of one of the earliest settlers of that 
county. William B. Kerr was the eldest of their family of eight 
children, born in Point Creek township. Holmes county, Ohio, July 
9, 1835, he married Jennie Culbertson on October 10, 1865; Eliza, 
the second child, married Isaac Van Horn, a prominent resident of 
Wood county, Ohio; Nancy died in 1846; James E. is an ordained 
minister of the U.P. Church, at Coulterville, 111.; Mary married 
Perry Heeter, a well-known agriculturist of Grand Rapids township; 
Joseph I. is a minister of the United Presbyterian Church in Piqua, 
Ohio; Villa married John Caton, of Grand Rapids township; the 
youngest child died in infancy. From 1850 to 1886 the family lived 
upon a farm in Wood county, where the mother, Jane, died in 1886, 
and the father, Jesse, seven years later, at the age of eighty-
three.

PERRY HEETER 

Perry Heeter, a well-known resident of Grand Rapids township, and 
one of the most progressive farmers of that vicinity, was born 
November 9, 1844, in Seneca county, Ohio. His family is of English 
and German origin and the first of the American line settled in 
Union county, Pennsylvania. 

John Heeter, our subject's father, was born in 1811, in Union 
county, Penn., and in early life moved to Seneca county, Ohio, 
where he engaged in clearing and cultivating his farm of 160 acres. 
He was married there to Miss Elizabeth Clay, and reared a family of 
nine children: Isaac, a farmer in Nebraska; Sarah, the wife of 
James South, of Henry county, Ohio; John, a veteran of the Civil 
War, now a resident of Henry county; David and Jacob, deceased; 
William, a soldier in the Civil War, now deceased; Perry, our 
subject; Lovina, the wife of Isaac T. Bisher, a veteran of the war; 
and Lizzie, who married S.R. Barton, of Grand Rapids township. 
Perry's father moved to Williams county, Ohio, in 1850, and bought 
160 acres of timber land, improved and cultivated it until 1857, 
when he went to Iowa, and purchased 240 acres, this he lost through 
some defect in the title, and in 1859 he came to Wood county, a 
poor man. He rented a farm, and by careful management, in a few 
years was able to buy a good eighty-acre farm in Wood county, near 
Grand Rapids, Ohio. In 1871, he sold this farm, and returned to 
Iowa, where he died in 1879, followed January 12, 1881, by his 
wife. 

Perry Heeter attended the country schools of Seneca and Wood 
counties during his boyhood, and worked on his father's farm until 
he was twenty-five years old. On October 7, 1869, he was married to 
Miss Mary M. Kerr, a lady of fine mental powers and generous 
culture, who had been for four years a teacher in Grand Rapids and 
Weston townships. She was a daughter of Jesse Kerr, a prominent 
resident of Weston township, and sister of William B., Rev. James 
E. , and Rev. Joseph W. Kerr. Two children were born of this 
marriage: J.Eldon, born February 28, 1872; Lura M. , born January 
15, 1876, died in 1878.

JESSE ELDON HEETER. only son of Perry Y. HEETER and Mary (Polly) If. 
KERR, was born 28 Feb 1872 in Grand Rapids, Wood, Ohio. His 
obituary stated - He studied for the Ministry and in 1899, he was 
ordained to the ministry of the United Presbyterian Church. That 
sane year he took as his bride, and co-worker, Grace TORRENCE, a 
Xenia Seminary student, and for the next 24 years they worked at 
pastorates in Iowa, Wisconsin, Illinois, and Washington. 

In 1921, he bacame an employee of the T.H.E.R. and T. Co. of 
Milwalkee, and was traveling passenger agent in special 
transportation for many business, educational and religious groups 
throughout the state. 

His wife, Grace died 23 Jun 1934. On 26 Jun 1937, Rev. Heeter 
married Ida Fay WEIR of Mukvonago, Wise, and they made their home 
there until his death. He was a member of the Mukvonago School 
Board. 

His christian character was revealed as definitely outside the 
pulpit as in it. He earned the esteem of his neighbors by his 
council, and he was not above assisting at common labor. He died 
from a heart attack 23 Aug 1940 at Ephriam. Wise.

THE BISHER FAMILY 

This name introduces a family that has been identified with 
Washington Township of Henry County since the year 1850. 

George and Mary Bisher were born in the 1790vsv grew, and were 
married in Pennsylvania. To this union were born three sons* 
Samuel, Hugh, and Noah, and one daughter, Millie, all of whom 
married except Noah. 

About 1800, the George Bisher family moved to Hancock County, Ohio, 
being among the first settlers in that locality. About 1850 they 
moved to Washington Township of Henry County, bought wild land in 
Section 36, and lived to clear and develop a farm there. They are 
buried side by side in Mount Pleasant Cemetery. 

Aaron Bisher, born in Pennsylvania in 1814, was married in Hancock 
County, Ohio, to Eva E. Bushong. She was a native of Virginia, born 
in 1821, and her Virginia parents had moved to Ohio when she was 
young. In Hancock County three children were born to this union, 
Isaac, John, and Arminta. 

The Aaron Bisher family loaded their goods on wagons and moved 
along with their parents settling also in Section 36 of Washington 
Township. At this time, land was wild and covered with a heavy 
growth of timber, but, much of it was extremely swampy. There were 
no roads, no established churches or schools. A log cabin was their 
first home until a more substantial frame house of seven rooms 
could be built before the Civil War. After Aaron Bisher brought his 
family to Henry County two other childrem were born, Anson and 
Nettie. The oldest son Isaac, became a Union soldier and served 
throughout the Civil War as a member of the Sixtieth Ohio 
Sharpshooters Regiment.

When my grandfather, Jacob Box, came to Providence Township from 
Pennsylvania in 1848 there were only 13 families in the immediate 
vicinity. Grandfather was born in 1822 and left Pennsylvania with 
his brother Joshua with the great crowds of people moving westward. 
They stopped in Fremont for a time, then grandfather came here and 
his brother went to Michigan, they never saw each other again. 
Grandfather purchased 80 acres in section 29. Besides clearing the 
land and farming, for awhile he walked from his home to Monclova 
night and morning to work in a wagon shop. He would stop at the 
Workhouse Farm near Whitehouse to have lunch with some friendly 
Indians. The descendants of Jacob Box number in the hundreds. 

The township was pretty woodsy in the early days. There was a 
school by the township hall and my father, Wesley Box, went to 
school there. It was a swampy walk and he traveled through the 
woods jumping from log to log many times over the water. It was 
swampy back when I was 10 years old, but it has changed in the last 
60-70 years through proper ditching. 

We fed a lot of our grain; the oats went into the horses and 
cattle, the corn was made into cornmeal, but some was loaded on 
canal boats. There were 3 houses between the bridge and the mill. 
There were stores that backed up to the canal, too. I remember the 
canal boats well, we went to town quite often. My father drove 
mules on the canal when he was bout 17 years old, before he was 
married. My uncle Bill Box owned a canal boat and that is how he 
happened to be driving. He drove from Toledo to Cincinnati. There 
was an old saying...On Route 24 downriver from Bailey Station, a 
family lived there that ran a boarding house, and the wealthy men 
that would come along to stop overnight were never seen again. The 
tale is that there was a dug well there and they were thrown in. 
I've heard that story many times. There were a lot of stories about 
that old canal. Sometimes a whole flock of sheep were driven down 
the towpath to Concinnati to be sold. I helped unload brick off the 
canal boats at Bucklin Lock. The brick were made at a tile and 
brick factory in Napoleon for the Ireland school. The bricks were 
then hauled to the school site. It was quite a sight to see those 
mules - they didn't go very fast going up stream, and not very fast 
going down stream either. 

We had a good time growing up. We made our own amusements by 
playing fox and geese in the snow, playing baseball and going to 
parties in the neighborhood. We'd go bobsledding in the winter then 
return to our house for something to eat. My father buried apples 
and he would get some of those out, mother would make taffy so 
everyone got a ball to pull. It was pulled until it was white as 
snow. We had more community fun then than we do today. 



Gasoline was 14 cents a gallon when I bought my first car, a Model 
T in 1917. It cost $385. new. I bought it from Clark Patton - he 
was one of my first teachers at the Box School. Other teachers were 
Addie Gill and Martha Brown. The Box school was located on the 
Jacob Box farm, and after the school closed the building was moved 
to the Box homestead on Jeffers Road where it remains today.

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JOHN HETEH 

John Heter, an enterprising farmer of Yorktownship, Sandusky 
county, was born December 13, 1825, in Wayne county, Ohio, a son of 
John and Salome (Freese) Heter. 

John Heter (1), the great ancestor from whom the Heter families in 
this county are descended. emigrated from Bavaria, Germany, to 
America, about the year 1755, landing at Philadelphia; he had seven 
sons, five of whom are named Sebastian, Jacob, Isaac, Daniel and 
John (2). Isaac was killed by the Indians near Huntingdon, Penn. 
After their arrival the sons were bound out for a term of service 
to a man who paid their passage money, a debt which had been 
incurred by the long and tedious sea voyage. John Heter (2), who 
was a farmer; settled in Berks county, Penn. He was a soldier in 
the Revolutionary war, with the rank of captain. He had three sons, 
John <3), Adam and Jacob. John Heter (3) was, like his father, a 
soldier in the Revolutionary war. He moved to Center county, Penn., 
when his son John (4) was only two years old. He removed, later, to 
Berks county, same State, where he died. He had seven children; 
Adam, Jacob, Catharine (Ritter), Barbara (Ish), Rebecca (Ulsh), 
Maria (Romig), and John (5). All of these except the last named 
lived and died in Pennsylvania. 

John Heter (5) was born in Berks county, Penn., in 1794, being the 
seventh child in his father's family. By trade he was a hatter, 
working in the towns of Snyder and adjoining counties. He was a 
soldier in the war of 1812 under Capt. Marr Middlesworth and Gen. 
Smythe, of Virginia, and served at Black Rock, on the Niagara 
river, receiving a pension, and a patent for forty acres of 
government land, for his services. He married in Union (now Snyder) 
county, Penn., Miss Salome Freese, who was of German descent. In 
August, 1825, he removed to Wayne county, Ohio, where he engaged in 
clearing land and farming, and in March, 1829, he removed to Oak 
Openings, of Thompson township, Seneca county, Ohio, in which 
region, at that time, there were more wolves than sheep, and more 
Indians than white people. An Indian trail crossed his farm near 
his residence. He entered land at SI. 25 per acre, and bought at 
second hand, at different times, eighteen eighty-acre lots of wild 
land, some of which he cleared and improved, some of which he gave 
his children, and some of which he sold. He was a peaceable, quiet 
unassuming man, a kind neighbor and a good citizen. He brought up 
his sons to habits of industry, economy and thrift. He was quite 
fond of music, and took delight in listening to the martial tunes 
of two ingeniously constructed musical clocks which he had bought 
of a Frenchman. Military parades of State militia were held on his 
farm about the years 1835, 1840, when Jacob Bunn was captain and 
Jacob Vales first lieutenant. He and his wife and some of the 
children were members of the Lutheran Church, and he donated an 
acre of land to the joint societies of the Lutheran and German 

•

Reformed Churches for the erection of a church building and for 
cemetery purposes. About the year 1862 he removed to Bellevue, 
where his wife died in 1864, and he followed her to the grave in

1881. Both were buried in the Reformed cemetery at Bellevue, Ohio. 

A brief record of the children born to John and Salome (Freese) 
Heter is as follows: (1) George Heter, a farmer, married Miss 
Hannah Kern, and lived near Flat Rock. Ohio, until 1878, when he 
retired to Bellevue, Ohio, where he died in 1892. (2) William 
Heter, a farmer, married Elizabeth Decker, lived in Thompson 
township until the spring of 1865, and then removed to Blue 
Springs, Neb., where he died in 1891. (3) Maria Heter married Elias 
Weiker, a farmer of Thompson township, where she died in 1859. (4) 
Jacob Heter, a farmer, married Miss Lucetta Gamby, and until the 
spring of 1878 lived in Seneca county, thence removing to near 
Sterling, Rice Co., Kans. (5) Elizabeth Heter died when two years 
old. (6) Sarah Heter married William Shock, a farmer of York 
township, Sandusky county, where they lived until 1875, in that 
year removing to Fall City, Neb., where she died in 1893. (7) John 
Heter (6) is the subject of this biography. (8) Magdalena Heter 
married Henry Shock, a farmer of Thompson township, where she died 
in 1856. (9) Levi Heter, now a retired farmer, living at Bellevue, 
Ohio, married Mary Shock. (10) Eli Heter, a farmer of Thompson 
township, married Miss Susan Sherck, and , after her death. Miss 
Margaret Cerman. (11) Adam Heter, a farmer, married Miss Selina 
Korner, and in 1870 removed to Highland, Kans. (12) Eliza Heter, 
married Philip Cupp, who for a number of years was a farmer in 
Thompson township, and is now engaged in the coal business, at 
Bellevue, Ohio. 

John Heter (6) spent his early life in the wilds of Thompson 
township, Seneca Co., Ohio. Some of his playmates were Indians. His 
school privileges were very limited for there were then no summer 
schools, and as soon as he was old enough to work he had to help 
his father and brothers in clearing land, chopping wood, making 
raiIs, buiIding fences, husking corn, threshing grain with the 
flail, or, in the winter seasons, by the tramping of horses and in 
other work connected wi th pioneer farming. He attended winter 
school only when hindered from work by inclement weather, but he 
has given his children opportunities for a liberal education. He 
has followed farming all his life, but he has learned to combine 
with it what is called "head work," and he has lived upon and 
improved twenty-two different farms, most all of which he sold at 
a profit. He has also dealt in real estate. He has lived in Seneca, 
Sandusky, Erie, and Wyandot counties, Ohio, and in Michigan, and he 
now has his home two and one-half miles west of Bellevue. In 
politics he was first a Whig, then a Republican, but he is not a 
partisan; he has held various township offices. Mr Heter belongs to 
the Farmers9 Alliance. He is a man of few words, sound judgment and 
strict integrity, qualities which have assisted him grteatly on the 
road to success.

At length the summons has come and the old man has gone. Burdened 
with the weight of years which by reason of his strength was more 
than fourscore, "Yet their strength was labor and sorrow" for it 
has soon been cut off and he has flown away. He died Wed. last, Oct 
26, 1881. at 4;30 P.M., at the age of 87 years, 4 months 24 days 
and entered into that rest for which he so ardently longed for 
weary months before it came. 

John Heter was born in Berks Co., Pa., June 3, 1794. When he was 
about 3 years of age his parents removed to Union Co. where he grew 
up to manhood. In 1812 when he was 18 years of age, he enlisted in 
the Federal Army for a term of 6 mo. service. He was stationed at 
Meadville, near Black Rock, until a few weeks after expiration of 
his enlistment, he was then mustered out and allowed to return 
home. He dug around for a couple of years employed in the hard 
labor of those pioneer times and then took Miss Saloma Fries as 
helpmeet to share with him the burdens of life. 

Alluring reports from the west in 1825 induced him to cut loose 
from the old home in Sept of that year and strike for the 
wilderness. He brought his family and all earthly possessions and 
settled first in Wayne Co., Ohio. In Mar of 1829 he left there and 
settled in Thompson Twp, Seneca Co., on what is to this day known 
as the Heter Farm. He bought it from Abram. Coal. There were but 10 
acres cleared when he took it. The farm buds and blossoms now with 
its weight of produce, the fruit of honest toil he laid out upon it 
years ago. He began to feel the burden of years and hard work in 
1860, when, having accumulated a handsome competence, he concluded 
to quit the farm and settle in the village of Flat Rock. He 
remained there until the fall and then moved into Bellevue, upon 
the property at the corner of North and Sandusky Sta. His wife died 
in 1865. His children had all grown to adulthood but he could not 
give up his home to share with any of theirs. It is difficult for 
a strong hearty man, independent and able to make his own way, to 
share the comfort others provide. He therefore lived alone many 
years until the last 2 years he lived with his daughter Mrs. Cupp. 
and only till then learned the comfort he might have enjoyed had he 
yielded to the desire of his children sooner. 



He had accumulated a fine property in which his children share. 
There are 7 sons and 2 daughters yet living, 4 daughters having 
died in former years. The sons are George, William. Jacob, John, 
Levi, Eli, and Adam. The daughters, Mrs. Cupp of this place and 
Mrs. Shock, of Falls City, Neb. His descendants in all amount to 
nearly 150 souls. He had 13 children, 65 grand children, and 71 
great grand chiIdren. 

The funeral was attended yesterday, Fri; at the house by a large 
concourse of neighbors and friends who tearfully bore his honored 
remains to their silent resting place.

History of Zion Church, 
Fireside 

The following was written by the late Mr. Emmanuel E. Good

After eleven years of service, this little log church proved 
inadequate to meet the needs of the ever increasing membership of the 
two congregations, and in the year 1843 was replaced by a new and 
larger building located a little farther north than where our present 
building stands. 

This second structure is remembered by the writer of this sketch. It 
was a brick building and had three outside doors. The main door was 
on the south side. It also had a door on the west side and one on the 
east side. Just on the inside of these west and east doors were stair­
ways leading up to a spacious gallery built over the south portion of 
the auditorium. Over the northwest comer of die building was a 
wooden tower housing the bell. This second building was the proper­
ty of and used by both congregations until 1872 when the union 
dissolved after having worshipped together for forty-two years* 

"As the old ever changeth giving place to the n e w " so this 
building, after thirty years of service gave place to two new church 
buildings. The Lutheran Church on the Kilbourne Road,built in 1872, 
and the Reformed church at this place in 1873 which at that time was 
considered one of the finest structures of its kind in Seneca County. 
Its floors, seat > and pulpit were made of ash lumber. In the summer of 
1899 this third building was struck by lightning and all but its walls 
and some of is furnishings destroyed by fire. A storm blew down the 
major portion of the west wall. This was restored and the church 
rebuilt on the same walls. During the summer of 1927 the south 
walls were torn down and rebuilt (lush with the south side of the 
tower, which enlarged the building by two classrooms on the main 
floor and three rooms in the balcony. 

In 1951, fire again destroyed part of this building and now the en­
tire church is remodeled and enlarged, also a basement placed under 
the entire building. The north and east walls and the tower of the 
church built in 1873 are still in use in our present structure." 

To add to this fine account of the history of Zion Church we need 
only to point out the mergers in which the denomination has par­
ticipated. The first occured in 1934 when the Reformed Church in the 
United States joined with the Evangelical Synod of North America to 
form the Evangelical and Reformed Church. In 1957, this union was 
joined by the Congregational Christian Churches to form the United 
Church of Christ. 

Mr. .Good's narrative continues... 

1 'This church has the honor of standing on the oldest church site in 
Thompson Township and is the oldest Reformed church in Seneca 
County.

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But Zion's Church is more than the product of that inspired leader­
ship of its pastors. It is. in large part, the product of the prayers, the 
hopes and aspirations of a thoughtful working congregation, faithful 
through its years of history. It is fitting, therefore, that in this fast 
moving society we should take time to look back and set an adequate 
value upon the work of those who labored here during the yesteryears. 
This day is another milestone in the history of Zion's Church and as 

such, is a time for reflection and appreciation. At such a time as this 
we must open the door as we continue our pilgrimage into tomorrow 
and the years which lie ahead.

GEORGE KERN, P.O. Bellevue, Huron County, was born January 1, 1821, 
in Beaver Twonship, Union (now Snyder) County, Penn. His parents 
Jacob and Elizabeth Kern, came to Thompson Township, this county, 
in 1833, making the trip with wagons. Of their ten children, seven 
are still living: Yost (in Michigan), Mrs. Hannah Heater, George, 
Mrs. Rachel Zeiber, Edward, Isaac, and Bennwell (in New Bedford, 
Mich.). Jacob Kern died about 1852; his widow in 1355. They were 
upright pioneers, highly respected by a large circle of 
acquaintances. The subject of this sketch married, June 11, 1843, 
Miss Harriet Lewis, born October 23, 1822, in Cocotoquo Township, 
Berks Co., Penn., and who came with her parents to Wayne County, 
Ohio, in 1829, and to Thompson Township, this county, in 1832. Her 
parents, Isaac, and Susanna (Hongerber) Lewis, had the following 
children: Harriet, Richard (deceased), Mrs. Rebecca Stettler 
(deceased), Mrs. Matilda Stettler, Solomon, Mrs. Caroline Clemour 
and Mrs. Mahala Hamkammer. They moved to Bellevue about 1872, where 
they passed the remainder of their lives, Mrs. Lewis dying January 
20, 1878, aged seventy seven years, and Mr. Lewis May 12 1883, aged 
eighty two years. Mr. and Mrs. Kern resided in York Township, 
Sandusky Co., Ohio, after their marriage, and for the last twelve 
years they have resided in Bellevue. They have acquired 320 acres 
of land, also town property in Bellevue. Their children are William 
H., (had three children, one living), Mrs. Phebe Jane Heater (has 
six children, all living), and Mrs. Hattie Alice Gardner (wife of 
William H. Gardner, has one daughter, Edith Gertrude). Mr. Kern is 
one of the oldest and most respected pioneers of this locality. 
Mrs. Kern is a member of the Baptist Church. 

ISAAC KERN, farmer, P.O. Bellevue, Huron County, was born January 
2, 1828, in Union County, Penn., and at the age of four years came 
to Thompson Township, this county, with his father, Jacob Kern. He 
led the life of a pioneer's son, working on his father's farm in 
the summer and attending the district school in the winter. March 
20, 1849, he married Miss Tina Sterner, who died August 8, 1859, 
leaving three daughters: Mrs. Amanda Scott (living in Republic), 
Mrs. Sarah Ann Huntsberger (deceased) and Mrs. Ida Jane Raub (in 
Sandusky County). November 22, 1860, our subject married, for his 
second wife, Miss Leah Stetler, by whom he had nine sons: John W. , 
Allen D., Ezra A., Mason H. , Rufus M. (deceased), Willis A., Emmon 
G. , Eddie A. , and Warren S. Mr. Kern has been successful in his 
chosen avocation, and has acquired a fine farm of 202 acres of well 
improved land including the family homestead in Thompson Township. 
He also owns a farm of 160 acres near Peabody, Kans., and a 
valuable brick block and other property in Bellevue, Ohio. He is 
one of the stockholders in the Bellevue Bank. He and his worthy 
wife are members of the German Reformed Church. In politics he is 
a Republican. He has given his children excellent educational 
advantages, and they are taking a high position in business and 
social circles*

GEORGE W. SCHOCK 

One of the pioneers of Richardson County was George W. Schock, who 
came from the Bellevue, Ohio, area to settle on a farm five miles 
northeast of Falls City in 1866. 

Mr. Schock, who served in Company B, 169th Ohio Infantry, in the 
Civil War, left for the West after receiving his discharge from the 
service. Upon reaching St. Joseph, Mo., he started out for Nebraska 
on foot and crossed the Missouri River at Rulo, which was frozen 
over at the time* 

On Dec. 26, 1872, he married Adaline Stetler, Carey, Ohio, and the 
couple spent their entire 62 years of married life in Richardson 
County. They retired from the farm in 1905 and moved into Falls 
City, building a home at 2312 Harlan Street. 

Mr. Schock was a charter member of the Grand Army of the Republic 
in Falls City and remained active in that organization throughout 
his life. They were members of the Methodist Church. 

The Schocks were the parents of five children, all of whom are 
deceased. They include Mrs. Maude Hutchings, Mrs. F.R. Hollenback, 
Miss Nellie Schock, William Schock and Edgar Schock. 

A rural school teacher for a time, he was a great believer in 
education and sent four of his five children to college, which was 
unusual in that era. 

Mr. Schock died in 1935 at the age of 90 and his wife died in 1939 
at the age of 92.

CHARLES H. SCHOCK 

A well-known and highly honored citizen of a past generation in 
Falls City, Richardson county, was the late Charles H. Schock, a 
man who led an upright and honorable life and was rated at all 
times as a good citizen in all that the term implies. He was born 
near Bellevue, Ohio, July , 1848. He was a son of William and 
Sarah (Heater) Schock, both not of Ohio, but of Pennsylvania-German 
stock. Their family consisted of eight children, named as follow: 
George W. , of Falls City, Nebraska; Mrs. Elizabeth Stewart, of 
Vermillion, Kansas; Mrs. Adeline Korner, of Falls City, Nebraska; 
Charles H. , of this sketch; Mrs. Amanda Stetler, of Long Beach, 
California; William A. is engaged in farming in Richardson county; 
Mrs. George W. Holland lives in Falls City, Nebraska, and Lincoln, 
who died when sixteen years old. 

The Schock family came to Nebraska in 1868 and settled on a farm 
east of Falls City, there the father prospered, growing wealthy 
through close application and good management. Charles Schock was 

years of age when the family moved to Richardson county. After 
working on the home place for five years he began farming for 
himself, investing in land four and one-half miles southwest of 
Falls City, owning one hundred and sixty acres of very productive 
land, which he brought up to a high level of improvement, living 
there for a period of eleven years. He then moved to Falls City 
in 1892. He also owned a good farm of one hundred acres near Salem. 
He continued to reside in Falls City until his death which occurred 
on July 5, 1902. He had been very successful as a general farmer. 

Politically Mr. Schock was a Republican and was active in party 
matters. He attended the Methodist church. Fraternally, he was a 
member of the Independent Order of Odd Fellows and the Royal 
Highlanders. 

Mr. Schock was married on April 12, 1881, to Katie Melborn, who 
was born April 30, 1857, in Indiana. She is a daughter of Andrew 
and Mary (Streasner) Melborn, both natives of Germany, where they 
spent their earlier years, finally emigrating to America. After 
living in Indiana for some time they came to Nebraska in 1865, 
locating in Arago precinct, living on a farm many years near the 
village of Barada. Their family consisted of six children, namely; 
Sarah, the wife of George A. Schock, of Falls City, Nebraska; 
Katie, widow of Charles H. Schock of this memoir; John died when 
eight years of age; George and Herman were both killed by 
lightening at the same time; Martin lives in San Diego, California. 

Two children were born to Mr. and Mrs. Schock, namely: Mattie, 
wife of Mark Tefft, a merchant of Falls City, Nebraska, and they 
have one child Kathleen, whose birth occurred on January 12, 1914; 
Stella is the wife of Glenn McMillan, a druggist of Falls City. 
Mrs. Tefft is a member of social circle of the Methodist Episcopal 
church and the Woman's Club of Falls City. 

Mrs Katie Schock built a beautiful home on Stone street. Falls 
City, in 1911; where she still resides. She is a member of the 
Methodist Episcopal church.

Reuben Heeter was born December 8, 1835 in Ohio. To the best of our 
knowledge his parents were Peter Heeter and Nettie Stump Heeter 
originally from Pennsylvania. It is not known when Reuben first 
came to Indiana. 

Reuben was married the first time to Mariah Droud on September 30, 
I860. Mariah died in 1870. Four children were born to this 
marriage: Daniel, Jacob, Grant and Cassie. Daniel married Mary 
Miller and a son and daughter of this marriage died at a young age. 
One daughter, Ruth Boyer of North Manchester survives. Cassie was 
never married and died at the age of forty. I have no information 
concerning Jacob and Grant. Reuben died in 1908. 

On January 29, 1871, Reuben was united in marriage with Elizabeth 
Priser. There were five children: Lizzie (Elizabeth), Ella Mae, 
Melvin 0., Jonny E., and Clifton R. 

Lizzie married Benton Huffman and subsequently moved to Michigan 
and contact with the family was lost. 

Ella Mae married O.B. Nichols and they had three children: Ray, 
Faye Nichols Woods, and Lee. All are deceased. She married a second 
time to Harry Lenheim. No children were born to them. 

Melvin 0. . born October 9. 1882, spent most of his working life 
working for the Nickel Plate Railroad. He married Florence Nichols 
in 1904. Five children were born to them. Gerald and Trilby died 
as children. Surviving are Mildred L. Priser of North Manchester, 
Emma L. Fretz of Fort Wayne and Norma A. Dome, Pierceton.

1793-1855* came to the Eel River community in 
September 1848 and located on land three miles north of North 
Manchester. Census data indicates he was born in Maryland, but 
other sources state he was born in Lancaster County, Pennsylvania. 
His wife, Elizabeth, born in Pennsylvania, was the daughter of John 
and Catharine Warner. Samuel and Elizabeth were married in 
Montgomery County, Ohio, on 2 June 1817.

THE METZGER FAMILY 

JACOB METZGER. 1781-1861, who died in Jackson Township, was not an 
early settler, but the ancestor of most if not all the Metzgers in 
the Eel River community. He was the son of John Metzger, who 
arrived in America before the Revolution and is said to have died 
at the home of his son-in-law, John Brumbaugh, near Bedford, 
Pennsylvania, in 1807. 

This Jacob Metzger married Mary Puderbaugh, an older sister of 
Henry Butterbaugh who settled in Pleasant Township in 1853. They 
were probably married in Franklin County, Pennsylvania, as that was 
the home of her parents. In about 1812, Jacob Metzger and two 
brothers, Henry and Andrew, migrated from Bedford Coiunty, 
Pennsylvania, to Perry Township, Montgomery County, Ohio. The 
Biographical Index. Pioneers of Miami Valley. Ohio, by Brien, and 
other sources, indicate that there were at least 28 children in 
these three families. Henry and Andrew had married Ulrich (Ulrey) 
women, sisters of Stephen Ulrey, 1792-1875, who came to the Eel 
River community; thus, it is apparent that the Metzgers and the 
Ulreys were well acquainted long before they reached Indiana. 

Jacob and Mary (Puderbaugh) Metzger were parents of at least ten 
children according to data collected by L.W. Shultz. Four of these 
children were early settlers in the Eel River community.

Mary, the wife of Jacob Metzger Sen., died in Montgomery County, 
Ohio, 12 October 1852, age 66 years, and was buried in the Ulrich 
Cemetery. 

Jacob Metzger Sen., was listed in the home of his son, Jacob, in 
Jackson Township in the 1860 Federal Census. It is said that he was 
there on a visit, or to look after his interest in property at the 
time of his death.

JACOB METZGER JR. , 1808-1884, is believed to have been the first 
member of the Metzger family to settle in the Eel River community. 
Census and other data indicates that his son, David, was born in 
Indiana in 1836. Jacob Metzger*s wife was Esther Ullery, daughter 
of Isaac and Barbara (Gripe) Ulrey. They were married on 30 Mar 
1831 in Montgomery County, Ohio. His father-in-law had entered land 
in Kosciusko County on 13 October 1835. Jacob Metzger Jr., was 
called to the ministry in 1844 and became Elder in 1866. 

The Vindicator. April 1884, states that Jacob Metzger was born on 
24 January 1810 and was 73-11-21 at the time of his death; however, 
his stone distinctly reads age 75-11-21. His was the first grave in 
the cemetery by the side of the German Baptist "White" Church in 
Jackson Township.

ADAM HEETER 

This nan is of German descent, and was born in Union County, Penn., 
December 3, 1818. He is the son of Adam and Catharine Heeter, both 
of whom are natives of Northumberland County, Penn. They emigrated 
to Seneca County. Ohio, in the year 1827, where they both died. The 
subject of this writing was the fifth of a family of seven 
children. He received a common school education from the district 
schools, but spent the greater part of his time working on the 
farm. He was married to Mary Young, in April, 1841, and now have a 
family of seven children — Elizabeth, levi, Amelia, George, 
William, Ellen and Mary. The two oldest were born in Pennsylvania, 
the third in Seneca County, Ohio, and the others in Indiana. Lewis 
and Mary Young, the parents of Mrs. Heeter, were natives of Burks 
County, Penn. Mr Heeter came to Indiana in 1848, and settled in 
Pulaski County, where he lived for seventeen years. Then sold his 
farm and came to this county and purchased his present home farm. 
By industry and strict economy, he made a beautiful home, and 
surrounded by his family passed the latter years of a well spent 
life in the enjoyment of the fruits of hard labor. They are members 
of the German Reform Church, and well respected by all neighbors.

WILLIAM HEETER, postmaster and merchant at DeLong, was born in 
Pulaski county, Ind., Nov. 10, 1854, and is a son of Adam Heeter, 
who was born in Union county, PA., Dec. 3, 1818, and whose parents 
were Adam and Catherine Heeter, both of whom are natives of 
Northumberland county. Pa., and of German descent. In 1827 they 
emigrated to Seneca county, Ohio, and there died. Their son, Adam, 
was united in marriage to Mary Young, in 1841. Unto that union were 
born Elizabeth, Levi, Amelia, George, William, Ellen and Mary. Adam 
and Mary Heeter came to Indiana in 1848, settled in Pulaski county, 
lived there seventeen years, then removed to Aubbeenaubbee 
township, Fulton county, where they now reside. They are members of 
the German Reform church. William Heeter, the subject of this 
sketch, was brought up on the farm, and worked at farming up to 
1884, in which year he began working on the railroad as a section 
hand, and continued at the same up to 1892, when he opened a 
general store in DeLong. Since then he has followed merchandising 
with success. He became postmaster of DeLong in 1893. May 3, 1894, 
Mr. Heeter married Roxy, daughter of the late George DeMont, of 
this county. Mrs. Heeter was born Jan. 29, 1859, in Marshall 
county, Ind., where her parents were early settlers. George DeMont 
and wife, whose maiden name was Kisire Owens, were natives of New 
York. He was of French descent. Mr. and Mrs. Heeter are members of 
the M.E. church. He is a member of the Independent Order of Odd 
Fellows, and a democrat in politics.

CLAUSER 

The Clauser or Klauser faaily of Berks county is descended froa 
four brothers of the naae — Heinrich, George, Peter, and John. The 
branch represented by Siaon B. Clauser of Earl township and Mahlon 
B. Clauser of Oley township, claia George as their ancestor. The 
faaily reocrds are, however, quite coaplete, and a brief outline of 
the other branches is also given herewith: 

*********t****** 

Heinrich Clauser, one of the four brothers, died in 1808 in Earl 
township. His will is on record in Will Book 5, p. 56, and his 
wife, Ottillia (Babb), and son George were his executors. The 
children of Heinrich were: George, Abraham and Heinrich. 

George Clauser, son of Heinrich and Ottillia, lived and died in 
Earl townshipt where he carried on farming. He died in 1884, when 
over eighty years old, and is buried at Oley churches. He was twice 
•arried. By his first wife he had an only son, Charles, born in 
1826, who now lives near Shanesville, in Earl township. George 
Clauser*s second wife, Maria Ifoser, bore hia six children, namely: 
Henry, Hannah* Maria, Caroline, William and Catharine. 

Abraham Clauser, son of Heinrich and Ottillia, passed the greater 
part of his life in Earl township, but his last years were spent in 
Reading, where he died aged eighty-four years. His trade was that 
of a linen weaver. He married Kate Levengood, of Douglass township, 
and their children were: John; Elijah; Enoch; Mary; Aaron; 
Matthias; Henry L., born April 10, 1826 (m, in 1850), Lavinah Leh, 
and had children — Franklin, Henry L., Jr, and Jacob); Elizabeth; 
Daniel; and Sarah. Of these Henry L., Daniel and Sarah are still 
living, and Henry L. vs son Henry L. , Jr., is supervisor of Earl 
township. 

Heinrich Clauser, son of Heinrich and Ottillia, was a shoemaker and 
hatter, and lived at Reading. He married Elizabeth Yerger, and 
their children were: Augustus, Henry, Catharine and Mrs. Frank 
Boyer.

Henry 
Moyer), Daniel, John, Benjamin and Samuel.

George Clauser, brother of Heinrich, John, and Peter, lived in Earl 
township. In 1782 when Earl township was erected his name and that 
of his son, George, Jr., appear on the tax list. In 1788 and also 
in 1806 the names of George, Peter and David Clauser appear on the 
tas list. Tradition says the Clausers of eastern and western Berks 
county were of the same branch. George Clauser's will was made 
Sept. 14, 1812, and probated May 14, 1814, and is recorded in Will 
Book D, p. 94. His children were: David, Jacob, Edward, George, 
Henry, Hannah (m. Samuel High), Peter and Mary (m. George Miller).

Peter Clauser lived in Shanesville, where he died on his son's farm 
in February, 1857, in his eighty-sixth year. In his earlier life he 
worked as a blacksmith in Friedensburg, where in 1832 he built the 
stone house now owned and occupied by his grandson, Simon B. He 
kept a hotel for a number of years. He built the first barn at Hill 
Church, and in this church he was an active member and official of 
the Lutheran congregation. He was tall and strong, and had an 
abundance of dark hair. He married Anna Maria Moyer, who died aged 
thirty-five years. Their children were: Tobias, Samuel, Daniel, 
Esther (m. John Brumbach), Polly (m. David Koch), Sally (m. Samuel 
Bahr), Mrs Daniel Acker moved to Ohio before 1848, and Hannah (m. 
Samuel Brumbach).
